Photo reproduction is wonderful and presented so the reader wants to go back and study them in
more detail.Limited text accompanies the photos. But this is not a history of the weapon, or who
manufactured it. But | believe it belongs in the library of anyone interested in the Garand.lt is
somewhat expensive, but the printing quality and binding seem to justify the cost, not to forget that

this is a limited production book which increases the cost too.
